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Meditating on t
Resurrection

In the opening words of the ninth
chapter of his work, Jesus of Naz-
areth, Part 2, Pope Benedict XVI
quotes St. Paul’s letter to the Co-
rinthians, “If Christ has not been
raised, then our preaching is in
vain and your faith is in vain. We
are even found to be misrepre-
senting God, because we testified
of God that he raised

Christ” (1Cor 15:14-15). The
Holy Father summarizes the
meaning behind these words:
“The Christian faith stands or
falls with the truth of the testi-
mony that Christ is risen from the
dead” (page 241).

What does it mean that He rose
from the dead? It was not a re-
suscitation. This had happened
before, in the case of the son of
the widow of Nain, the daughter
of Jairus, and Lazarus. They
were resuscitated, returned to
their former way of life, but en-
tered death at a later date, no
longer in the land of the living.
Something entirely different hap
pened with the resurrection of
Jesus. Interestingly, no one wit-
nessed this event. It was a his-
torical occurrence hidden from
view, known only by the Father,
the Son and the Spirit. What the
apostles and women witnessed
was the resurrected Jesus.

Jesus’ resurrection broke into an
entirely new form of life, a new
realm of human existence, never
before seen or imagined. Pope
Benedict explain: “[The disci-
ples] were simply overwhelmed
by the reality that, after their ini-
tial hesitation and astonishment,
they could no longer ignore. It is

truly he. He is alive; he has spo-
ken to us; he has allowed us to
touch him, even if he no longer
belongs to the realm of the tangi-
ble in the normal way.”

The newness of the resurrection
was that Jesus had entered into a
new life, into the breath of God
himself, and from there revealed
himself to his followers. He en-
tered this new life through his res-
urrection, and yet was able to
penetrate the old world, to appear,
to speak and to eat with those he
knew and loved before his death.
He offered the world, in his resur-
rection, something never before
seen or imagined, a new dimen-
sion of life. In His appearances
following the resurrection, He
was embodied in a new form of
life, but embodied still. As St.
Luke would explain, He was not a
spirit or a ghost, “but flesh and
blood” (Lk 24. 36-43).

What does this mean for us? Je-
sus demonstrated a new dimen-
sion for matter, for the body. The
man Jesus, complete with his
body, belongs to the sphere of the
divine and eternal. Quoting the
early Church theologian Tertul-
lian, Pope Benedict explained,
“From now on, spirit and blood
have a place with God.” Com-
munion with God now includes
immortality in bodiliness.

It is the faith of the Church that
everything we believe hinges on
the truth of the testimony of the
resurrection of Jesus Christ from
the dead. If the resurrection was
simply a resuscitation, then noth-
ing new has been added to the
history or life of the human fam-
ily. If it were a resurrection into
divine life without the body, then

communion with God has not
changed. He exists still in an-
other dimension, and though He
may have entered into human
existence by His incarnation,
we would still lack the capacity
to be united with God in the
bodiliness of our humanity.

The resurrection was entirely
different. It opens for human
life a new dimension at the
level of being. Only God can
achieve this change, since He
alone is the author of life and
He alone establishes its bounda-
ries and potentialities. Confess-
ing this faith, we embrace
something wholly different
from our experience of life in
the world. We die to the limita-
tions which our worldly view
offers, and embrace the capacity
and expectation of our own fu-
ture resurrection, which is the
spirit and body in communion
with God in divine and eternal
life.
