Evangelical
Catholicism

John Allen, Jr., senior correspon-
dent for National Catholic Re-
porter, wrote a very interesting
article, entitled “Big Picture at
World Youth Day: 'It’s the Evan-
gelicals, stupid!™ on his experi-
ence of the 2011 World Youth
Day in Spain. Something is hap-
pening in the life of the Church in
the 21st century. A new energy
and commitment to the faith is
\arising, especially among the
'young. Allen labels this phe-
‘nomenon Evangelical Catholi-
cism, which, he argues, has three
components:

A strong defense of traditional
Catholic identity, meaning at-
tachment to classic markers of
Catholic thought (doctrinal or-
thodoxy) and Catholic practice
(liturgical tradition, devotional
life, and authority).

Robust public proclamation of
Catholic teaching, with the ac-
cent on Catholicism’s mission
ad extra, transforming the cul-
ture in light of the Gospel,
rather than ad intra, on internal
church reform.

Faith seen as a matter of personal
choice rather than cultural in-
heritance, which among other
things implies that in a highly
secular culture, Catholic iden-
tity can never be taken for
granted. It always has to be
proven, defended, and made
manifest.

'According to Allen, Evangelical
Catholicism has been the domi-
nant force at the policy-setting
level since the election of Pope
John Paul II in 1978. However, it

is more than a top-down direc-
tive. It has a strong bottom-up
component, most notably among
young Catholics. Allen explains,
“We’re not talking about the
broad mass of twenty- and thirty-
something Catholics, who are all
over the map in terms of beliefs
and values. Instead, we’re talking
about that inner core of actively
practicing young Catholics who
are most likely to discern a voca-
tion to the priesthood or religious
life, most likely to enroll in
graduate programs of theology,
and most likely to pursue a career
in the church as a lay person --
youth ministers, parish life coor-
dinators, liturgical ministers, di-
ocesan officials, and so on. In that
sub-segment of today’s younger
Catholic population, there’s an
Evangelical energy so thick you
can cut it with a knife.”

Allen intentionally used the term
“Evangelical” rather than
“conservative,” even though
many people experience the phe-
nomenon he is describing as a
conservative impulse.
“Fundamentally,” he explains,
“it’s about something else: the
hunger for identity in a frag-
mented world.”

Allen is not alone in his use of the
term Evangelical Catholicism.
George Weigel, in a National Re-
view Online article entitled “Rise
of the Evangelical Catholic Bish-
ops,” explains that Evangelical
Catholicism is seen in some of
the rising ecclesiastical leaders of
the Church in the United States,
most notably, Archbishop Chaput
who was recently appointed to
lead the Archdiocese of Philadel-
phia. According to Weigel,
Archbishop Chaput’s prior ser-

vice in the Archdiocese of Den-
ver turned Denver into “what is
arguably the model Evangelical
Catholic diocese in the country: a
Church brimming with excite-
ment over the adventure of the

'Gospel, a Church attracting some
of the sharpest young Catholics in

America to its services, a Church
fully engaged in public life while
making genuinely public argu-
ments about the first principles of
democracy.”

I visited Denver in late March of
this year, and can attest to the
truth of Weigel’s description of
the archdiocese. The spirit of the
diocese was joyful Catholicism,
fueled by committed, well-
trained, and energetic young peo-
ple, mentored by wise and faith-
ful religious and lay leaders.
There was a confidence in the
Gospel, and a desire to live it
without compromise and with
great joy. That formulation,
Weigel claims, “--the Gospel
without compromise, joyfully
lived--captures the essence of
Evangelical Catholicism” and
points to the future we are seeing
emerge in the Catholic Church.
