Financial Report
for 2o010-11

Page four and five of this week’s
bulletin provides the revenue/
expense report for the parish in
2010-11. Mike Walenz reviewed
and approved these numbers on
behalf of the Parish Finance
Committee and the Parish Coun-
cil. To present the entire report
on two pages, | summarized sev-
eral chart of account entries under
one title. For example, the reve-
nue report account name
“Envelopes” refers to adult enve-
lopes, loose offerings, children
envelops, the tuition assistance
envelope in our monthly packet
(blue), and special gifts given to

' the parish and designated for
Hastings Catholic Schools.
“Personnel” on the expense report
refers to salaries of the pastor,
assistant pastor, clerical, custo-
dial, and domestic help, as well as
employee benefit expenses of so-
cial security, retirement and
health insurance.

Revenue Items

Recalling that the item marked
“Envelopes” on page 4 refers to
more than the weekly adult enve-
'lope gifts, the adult giving in the
parish increased over $40,000 in
2010-11, from $801,655 in 2009-
10 to $842,245 in 2010-11. Pa-
rishioners also donated $79,231
in the building and improvement
envelope (green) and $38,208 to
the Centennial Hall expansion
fund (yellow envelope). Note the
“Holy Cross-D of Lincoln” num-
bers for 2009-10 and 2010-11. In
2009-10, we did not receive the
annual commitment of $6,000
 from the diocese to help us defray
the cost of renting Holy Cross
Chapel. The Diocese paid it’s

2009-10 and 2010-11 commit-
ment to us in 2010-11. The 2011-
12 budget reflects the normal
level of support.

Two major memorials were given
to the parish in 2009-10: $10,000
from the estate of Rosemarie
Harsh and $10,322 from the es-
tate of Father Larry Gyhra.

The insurance claim reimburse-
ment near the bottom of the reve-
nue report reflects the amount of

. |money we received from Catholic

Mutual to help us repair the north
tower, following the lightening
strikes in May and August, 2010.
Finally, the Altar Society gave
two gifts to the parish in 2010-11:
a $1,000 gift in the fall of 2010,
and a gift of $3,148.28 to help the
parish retire the tower repair loan
with the diocese. (This money
was part of the funds raised to
cover the cost of my 25th ordina-
tion anniversary celebration; the
surplus raised was given to the
parish to help retire our loan with
the diocese).

Expense Items

Our largest annual expense goes
to support the education of our
children in the Catholic School.
In addition to our 2010-11 assess-
ment of $703,530, the parish also
gave $35,245 in tuition assistance
to needy families during the past
year. The building and improve-
ment item in the report reflects
the payment of $175,549 in ex-
penses to repair the towers, roof,
walls and steps of the church in
the past year. Included in the
“Utilities and Supplies” account
on the expense chart is the cost of
utilities for our parish. We paid
$8,148.94 for electricity, gas, wa-
ter and sewer for our parish prop-
erties in 2010-11, up from the

‘and helped achieve our accom-
'plishments this past year. To all

$7,542.46 cost for the previous
year.

Capital Improvements

The tower and church repair work
we completed in the spring of
2011 cost the parish $175,549.25.
We used the insurance claim
money to pay $68,148.30 of this
cost, borrowed $64,000 from the
Diocese of Lincoln and supplied
$43,400.95 from designated gifts
to the building and improvement
fund of the parish (green enve-
lope) to meet the remainder of
this cost.

During the year, we paid $24,000
on our tower loan and $61,500 on
our loan for Centennial Hall.

Late in July, I sent the chancery
$12,148.28 for the tower repair
loan and early this month, I sent
an additional $3,000 for our Cen-
tennial Hall loan. Today, we owe
the diocese $11,245 for our Cen-
tennial Hall renovation and
$29,386.44 for our tower and
church repair work.

I am grateful for the charity our

parish showed in 2010-11. Tam
indebted to the leadership of the
laity in the parish who promoted
