Remembering our
Ancestors

The solemnity of St. Cecilia, our
Patroness, was celebrated on No-
vember 22, 2011 with a solemn
Mass at 7 PM, in the company of
several hundred parishioners and
friends. The celebration was aug-
mented by our remembering that
on this day, 100 years prior,
Bishop J. Henry Tihen, Father
William McDonald, and priests,
religious, laity, and well wishers
 from the parish, the city of Hast-
ings and surrounding communi-
ties, gathered to lay the corner-
stone of the parish church of St.
Cecilia. Bishop Tihen blessed
this stone, the temporary cross
erected where the altar of sacri-
fice would stand, and
the foundation stones.
The cornerstone was
then laid, cemented and
plumbed. Following
some additional
prayers, the clergy and
guests retired to the
wood-framed parish
church, located on the
east side of the block,
 for a homily by Fr. Fitz-
gerald, a highly re-

' garded orator among
the ranks of the Omaha
presbyterate.

Former pastors of St. Cecilia Par-
ish, Monsignor Raymond Hain
(1972-1982) and Monsignor Ivan
Vap (1982-1986) were invited
guests of the celebration, as well
as the priests of the Hastings
Deanery: Father Houlihan, Father
Benton, Father Brouillette, Father
Jirovsky, and Father Heaslip.
Father Walsh was the principal
celebrant and homilist. The

Adult Choir, under the direction
of Elisabeth Hasley, led the sing-
ing and sang the Mass of St. Ce-
cilia by Rev. J. Egbert Turner,
O.S.B.. The acolyte was Alan
Uerling, descendant of the Uer-
ling family who were members of
the parish when the church was
built. Mass servers included
Niles and Ansel Uerling, Jonas
Marshall, and Alex Sheehy, de-
scendants of the Uerling, Meisen-
bach and Kealy families who
were part of the parish in 1911-
12. Relatives of the Kealy family
(pictured on this page), the con-
tractors for the church, were the
gift bearers for the offertory pro-
cession. They included Tom
Miller, Rick and Mary Helen
Sheehy, Don Foote, Mary Yilk,
Susan Henry, Peg Wallace and

Dan Sheehy. Also assisting at the
altar were the lector, Fred Spitz
and two young men of the parish,
John Paul Berg (the emcee) and
Josh Murman (the thurifer). Fol-
lowing the Mass, Ed Schlachter
presented a card and a gift of
$100 to Monsignor Hain and
Monsignor Vap, as tokens of the
deep esteem and gratitude in the
hearts of parishioners for their
kindness.

Following the ceremony in the
Church, parishioners gathered in
Centennial Hall for a reception,
hosted by the St. Cecilia Altar
Society. The refreshments in-
cluded coffee, hot chocolate and
biscotti, in honor of our Italian
patron saint, St. Cecilia. The pa-
rishioners viewed with delight a
new addition to the decor of the
hall, pictures of the twelve pas-
tors who have served the parish.
The cost of producing and fram-
ing the pictures, which was coor-
dinated by Deb Murman--with
the support of the Centennial
Celebration Committee--was a
gift of the Horton family, given in
memory of LaVerne Horton who
passed away on April 27, 2011.
A slide show of pictures from the
past 100 years was also shown on
a large screen television.

The celebration was a
beautiful expression of
the faith of our parish:
what preceded us and
was bequeathed to us,
what we live now and
will share with the chil-
dren of the future. Spe-
