The Monsignor John J.
McCabe Memorial
Endowment

Last Friday, I signed the check
for $25,000 and mailed it to the

Catholic Foundation of the Dio-
cese of Lincoln, establishing in
perpetuity the Monsignor J. J.
McCabe Memorial Endowment
for St. Cecilia Catholic Church.
The purpose of the endowment is
to provide us resources for prop-
erty maintenance and acquisition.
The interest alone will be used for
these expenses, once it amounts
to something! But it is something
that this endowment is estab-
lished and we now have this im-
portant financial fixture in place
for our future! Thank you to the
McCabe family for donating most
of these funds to establish the en-
dowment.
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Purchase of Property
This week, the parish purchased
the property at 402 West 6th
Street. The home will provide a
more permanent dwelling for our
Hispanic Sisters who are assisting
Father Benton with the Hispanic
community. Presently, we are
renting an apartment for the Sis-
ters, half of which is paid by the
Diocese of Lincoln. The cost of
the house was $55,496.16.
Money was borrowed from the
Diocesan Investment and Loan to

cover this cost. We will use our
rent to pay down this loan and
any contributions we receive spe-
cific to this project. Once the
tower repair loan is retired (we
owe approximately $19,000 on
this $64,000 loan) we will use our
monthly green envelop (Building
and Improvements) to retire the
remainder of this debt.

World Day of the Sick
On February 11, the Church cele-
brates the World Day of the Sick.
It is the feast of Our Lady of
Lourdes. The priests of the par-
ish will offer the anointing of the
sick on that day, following the

morning Mass at 7
AM and the 5 PM
Saturday evening
Mass. Any parish-
ioner who is sick with
physical or mental
illness, including
those experiencing
the aging process, are
eligible to receive the
sacrament. Two con-
fessors will be in the
confessionals prior to
Mass on Saturday
evening. All persons
who desire to receive
the sacrament of the
sick and need confession should
first go to confession before re-
ceiving the sacrament. May God
be with all our sick, and fill them
with His consolation and peace.
