Parish Council
Meeting

The Parish Council met on July
19 in Centennial Hall. Thirteen
members of the council were pre-
sent. The agenda included sev-
eral items: parish finances, Parish
Council bylaws, and reports from
the Centennial Celebration Com-
mittee and the Building and Site
Committee. In new business, the
council received a report on the
progress of two additional com-
mittees that will serve the coun-
cil, the Strategic Planning Com-
mittee and the Christian Service
and Human Affairs Committee.
Finally, the council discussed and
establish an action plan for evalu-
ating and purchasing property
that becomes available around the
parish grounds.

The discussion on parish finances
resulted in a motion directing the
finance committee to study and
make recommendations for the
creation of a fund development
structure for the parish. Pres-
ently, the parish is operating
about two collection baskets
ahead of its financial obligations,
with no savings account, no en-
dowment, and no structure other
than envelopes to facilitate giving
in the parish. Under this direc-
tive, the finance committee will
study these challenges and make
recommendations to the council
to help the parish achieve its fi-
nancial goals.

The council amended the officer
nomination and decision making
bylaws of the Parish Council.
The amendment to the nomina-
tion bylaw will ease the process
of identifying and recruiting

potential office holders on the
council. The change in the deci-
sion making bylaw provides a
mechanism for discerning the
level of agreement within the
council on particular decisions.
Prior to a binding vote, a council
member can call for a consensus
vote. If there is wide disagree-
ment on a particular issue, the
issue can be remanded to a com-
mittee for further study. Since
the goal of the Parish Council is
to be an instrument of unity in the
parish, this bylaw will help deci-
sion making by the council from
becoming divisive of its unity.

Marlene Mullen presented a re-
port on the work of the Centen-
nial Celebration Committee
which is planning the hundredth
anniversary celebration of the
church. The celebration will be-
gin with a Mass of Thanksgiving
on November 22, 2011 and con-
clude with an Anniversary Mass
of Dedication on December 16,
2012. Other events during the
year include an organ recital, a
concert by Jerry Barlow, parish
dinners, tours, publication of an
historical pamphlet, the commis-
sioning of commemorative
pieces, and an ice cream social.
The council authorized an alloca-
tion of $5000 to the Centennial
Committee to help them conduct
the year long celebration.

The Building and Site Committee
did a walk around of parish prop-
erties in June, 2011, and devel-
oped a list of 31 repair/
maintenance tasks. The Site
Committee reported to the coun-
cil the accomplishments since
June, including the prioritization
of the task list, the completion of
six of the projects, and the re-

cruitment of a volunteer from the

parish to solicit bids and present
this information to the parish
council so that contracts can be
signed and the work accom-
plished. The highest priority task
is tuck pointing bricks on the
south side of the church that are
causing water damage near the
Sistene Madonna window, and
the repair of interior walls, espe-
cially on the south side of the
church. The Site Committee
would also like the exterior stone
work of the church resealed. Ad-
ditionally, Father Walsh received
a report from the parish’s prop-
erty insurance carrier, Catholic
Mutual, recommending the parish
hire an electrical engineer to con-
duct an audit of electrical systems
in the parish properties. The
council agreed that this hire
should be made and the audit
conducted.

The parish council of St. Cecilia
is a spirited, engaged group of
volunteers, sharing in the delib-
erations and decision making of
the parish. It is heartening to ex-
perience the evolution of the
group and witness the good will
they have for me, the parish and
our success as a Catholic commu-
