Reflections on
Corpus Christi

The Jews quarreled among them-
selves, saying, "How can this man
give us his flesh to eat?" Jesus
\said to them, "Amen, amen, I say
to you, unless you eat the flesh of
the Son of Man and drink his
blood, you do not have life within
you. Whoever eats my flesh and
drinks my blood has eternal life,
and I will raise him on the last
day (Jn 6.52-54).

| The doubt over Jesus’ claim to
 give us His flesh and blood to eat
‘and drink was present in the
'hearts of some people from the
moment He first uttered His
promise. It was certainly a prom-
ise like none they had heard be-
fore. How would this be possi-
ble, they wondered?

| The answer came in the upper
room on the night before Jesus
'died, in the context of a new
memorial sacrifice and banquet
Jesus inaugurated with His dis-
ciples. It was accomplished
under the form of bread and
wine. It came from the power
within Jesus, who is also the
Son of God. It was offered to
the disciples from the hand of
the Lord, who commanded His
followers to “do this in mem-
ory of me” (Lk 22.19).

Jesus offered Himself under the
form of bread, with the words,
“This is my body, which will be
given for you” (Lk 22.19). He
offered them the cup saying,
"This cup is the new covenant in
my blood, which will be shed for
you” (Lk 22.20).

There are only two ways of look-
ing at this scene and understand-
ing its meaning. Either the Lord
Jesus was a grand impostor or He
is God. If an impostor, then what
He claimed was impossible.
Bread is bread, and cannot
change into something else sim-
ply by someone uttering words
over it. If an impostor, then what
Jesus did is unworthy of our be-
lief, and it discredits anything
else He said or did.

However, if He is God, then what
He did and said on the night be-
fore He died is true because the
nature of God, which is perfec-
tion, can neither deceive nor be
deceived. If He is God, then He
has the power to do all things,
including giving Himself under a
form different from what they
saw at table with them that night.
If He is God, He fulfilled His
promise to feed those who be-
lieve in Him with Himself. The

disciples believed that He is God.
Immediately, following His resur-
rection, they began the practice of
“the breaking of the bread,”
which was the Eucharistic prac-
tice He inaugurated with them on
the night before He died. The
followers of Christ down through
the ages have believed firmly that
the Eucharist is the Body, Blood,

Soul and Divinity of Jesus
Christ, Son of God and son of
Mary. We, the members of St.
Cecilia Catholic Church believe
firmly and profess with reverence
and joy this truth: the Lord Jesus
is truly present with us; when we
receive Communion, Jesus Christ
feeds us with Himself.

Our conviction is so strong, our
joy so full, our gratitude so deep,

that when the solemnity of Cor-
pus Christi comes on our calen-
dar, we take to the street to
bring this good news to our
community. Jesus Christ is
truly present with us. He is the
Bread of Life. All who eat the
Bread shall never die. We proc-
ess forth from the sanctuary of

| our church into our community,
to proclaim our belief, to dis-
play our gift, to invite everyone
to share our joy and our Lord.

May the Body and Blood of our
Lord Jesus Christ be our joy, our
hope and our salvation, today and
forever. Amen.
