with me. That was a special gift
of kindness, and touched me
deeply. One person greeted me
following the conclusion of the
ceremonies on Sunday with the
statement, “Father, we do love
you.” That is an inestimable gift.
I love you too.

What unfolded during the cele-
bration, which I knew was hap-
pening but didn’t anticipate fully,
was the supreme gift this event
was to my family. They were
invited to join us as special
guests, and offered an opportu-
nity to share with us what the gift
of the priesthood means to the
Walsh family. My brother John
carried that message, which in-
cluded comments of several sib-
lings, nieces and nephews. It was
a wonderful expression of grati-
tude and appreciation to God and
to me for the gift of the priest-
hood. I am glad my brother John
was the family spokesman. As
the oldest son, it is important to
defer to him in events like this in
which our family is represented.
And no one was disappointed.
He wore his faith on his sleeve,
like my father, a testimony to
Dad and Mom for the greatest gift
we received from them, after life,
which is our Catholic faith.

Father Brouillette also spoke dur-
ing the banquet, offering a reflec-
tion about the origin of our rela-
tionship during my first assign-
ment to St. Cecilia in 1986. Our
paths crossed again in 1996 when
he was assigned as assistant pas-
tor of St. Teresa’s parish in Lin-
coln where I was a priest in resi-
dence. Now we are together
again. In his reflection, Father
Brouillette pointed out that the
hand of God seems clearly pre-

present in these events. God has
brought us together to do some-
thing important in the Hastings
Catholic community. We will do
our best to serve Him faithfully.

The last jubilee celebration in St.
Cecilia parish occurred in June,
1909, when the parish celebrated
the silver jubilee of Father Wil-
liam McDonald. Though I have
been a priest for 25 years, I have
never participated in a parish
celebration of a priest’s jubilee.
In my humble opinion (in con-
trast to most of my opinions!),
this was perfect. It was a beauti-
ful Mass, a lovely and tasteful
dinner, a celebration for the gift
of the priesthood among friends.
I am lifted up by your kindness
and inspired to live with even
greater integrity the gift I have
received from God and the trust
and friendship you have bestowed
on me. Thank you!
