Preparation for the
Easter Triduum

The Easter Triduum, also called the
Paschal Triduum, begins on the
evening of Holy Thursday and
ends at sunset on Easter Sunday.
Triduum is from the Latin word
meaning three days. It commemo-
rates the central mysteries of our
Catholic faith: the institution of the
Eucharist (the “sacrament of sacra-
ments”), the passion, death and
descent of our Lord into the abode
of the dead, and His glorious resur-
rection from death, never to die
again.

The liturgies for our celebration of
these mysteries enable us to unite
ourselves to Christ so that the
power of His gifts can enter in and
take possession of our life. The
Easter Triduum will be celebrated
liturgically in our parish on Thurs-
day night, at 7:30 p.m., Friday
night, at 7:30 p.m., Saturday night
at 9 p.m., and at our Easter Sunday
Masses of 7 a.m., 8 am. (GSV), 9
am., and 11 a.m.

Thursday night is the Evening
Mass of the Lord’s supper. On that
night we will reflect on the actions
of the Lord during the final supper
He shared with the disciples before
His passion. The heart of the eve-
ning was His gift of the Eucharist.
It was preceded by His final teach-
ings to them, including the wash-
ing of feet. Our ceremony high-
lights these gifts and actions, and
concludes with the procession of
the Blessed Sacrament, where we
recreate His journey with the disci-
ples from the upper room to the
Garden of Gethsemane. We will
spend the night hours in prayer
with Him, contemplating with Him
the passion which awaits Him,
keeping “watch one hour with
Him.”

On Friday evening, we will open
our liturgical ceremony in silence,
enveloped in a spiritual and emo-
tional sadness at the death of the
Lord. Following the readings of
Sacred Scripture, which recount
His arrest, trial, judgment and cru-
cifixion, we will solemnly process
forward to venerate His cross, and
then receive Him in the Eucharist,
embracing with love and intimacy
the mystery of His presence with
us on the day when the evil of our
sins caused the death of God.

On Saturday, we will gather at
night in vigil--that is, we will stand
vigil and watch for the return of the
Lord. We will bless fire, a gift of
God’s creation that brings light and
warmth to the world. We will sing
our song of joy to the Light who is
Christ, who shatters the darkness of
separation from God. By His cross
and resurrection, He has set us free.
He is the Savior of the world. The
Word of God will be opened for
our reflection, recalling and cele-
brating the saving work of God for
us, from the first Adam and father
of our humanity to the new Adam,
our Savior and Lord. The Easter
water will be blessed, to become
the water of salvation for all who
are baptized into Christ Jesus and
given a share in His resurrected
life. We will sing the joyful songs
of the children of God, rescued
from sin, restored to union with
God, heirs with the Son who makes
all things new and gathers us into
His kingdom.

With the rise of the sun on Easter
Sunday, we gather with the risen
Lord, recalling the gift of baptism
which unites us with Him, recom-
mitting ourselves to our baptismal
promises, and embracing with
vigor our resurrected life in Christ.

A few acts of preparation will
make our Easter Triduum a pow-
erful and transformative experi-
ence. The sacramental confes-
sion of sin is an essential element
of celebrating the Triduum, espe-
cially if we are in the state of
mortal sin. However, this is a
time for us all to confess our sins
to the priest, to express true sor-
row to God for our sins, to re-
ceive and be healed in the sacra-
ment of His mercy.

I suggest another important act of
preparation: clearing personal
calendars. We need quiet to en-
ter into the mysteries of the Lord.
Let us try to keep everything pos-
sible off our April 21-24 calen-
dars so that with attentive mind
and open heart, Christ can take
possession of us through our
celebration of His Paschal Mys-

tery.
