St. Isidore, the

Farmer

St. Isidore the farmer or day la-
borer, was born near Madrid,
Spain in 1070 into a poor but
pious Catholic family. Unable
to provide for his needs, his par-
ents entrusted him to the care of
a wealthy landowner in the area,
Juan De Vargas. Isidore re-
mained in the service of this
man and his family for the re-
mainder of his life.

When he came of age, Isidore
married a saintly Catholic
woman named Maria Torribia
and together the couple had one
child, who died in his youth. It
was the custom of Isidore to at-
tend Mass daily in the early
morning and then arrive at
work, sometimes after his fel-
low laborers were on the job.
This caused friction among his
peers who brought their com-
plaint before their master, De
Vargas. Investigating the be-
havior of Isidore, De Vargas
discovered an angel plowing the
field assigned to Isidore while
the saint was at prayers, and on
another occasion, an angel
working alongside the saintly
laborer so that his productivity
outpaced his fellow laborers
nearly three to one.

A friendly relation must have
arisen between the saint and his
master, since the legend of the
saint includes two miracles at-
tributed to Isidore on behalf of
De Vargas. Isidore brought
back to life the deceased
daughter of the master. On an-

other occasion, the saint struck
the ground causing a fountain
of fresh water to burst forth to
quench the thirst of his master.

Isidore was a poor man, but
known by his contemporaries
for his holiness and his charity
to those even less fortunate than
himself. He died on May 15,
1120 at 60 years of age and was
canonized in 1622 along with
four very notable Spanish saints,
St. Ignatius of Loyola, St.
Teresa of Avila, St. Francis Xa-
vier, and St. Phillip Neri. St.

Isidore’s feastday is May 15,
and he is the patron saint of
farmers, day laborers, peasants
and rural communities. In the
United States, he was selected
the patron saint of the National
Catholic Rural Life Conference.

Maria Torribia, the wife of Isi-
dore, known as Maria della Ca-
beza, is also a canonized saint,
and is invoked in Spain for as-
sistance in time of draught.
