Memorial Day Reflection

The artwork on this page was
selected to grace the cover of
this week’s bulletin, to com-
memorate Memorial Day.
However, the 25th anniversary
of my ordination and the par-
ish celebration of this event
this weekend offered a differ-
ent cover option and a nice
‘historic linkage of that day with
St. Cecilia parish. Following
ordination, Bishop Flavin
handed the new priests their
assignment. It was then |
learned that | was to come to
Hastings and serve as assis-
tant pastor of St. Cecilia par-
ish. Gathered in the basement
of the Cathedral following the
ordination Mass, | no doubt
found Father McCabe and in-
troduced myself. Someone
snapped this picture with the
fathers in my life at that time,
my Dad (Albert Walsh), my
first pastor, Father McCabe,
'and the pastor from my home
parish in Gretna, Nebraska,
Father Thomas Hitch.

The smile on my face didn’t
tell the whole truth. Anxious,
as every new priest is about
their assignment, | knew a
little about Father McCabe. |
had attended a retreat for
seminarians a few years ear-
lier at which he served as re-
treat master. His message
was “work.” The priesthood is
not a free ride, he told us; it is
work. And for those among
us who needed help under-

it out for us: “W-O-R-K.”
That became a remembered
phrase among us, and when
someone needed a

standing this idea, he spelled ™

little humor, we’d spell out
“‘work” for them, in memory of
that retreat message, and its
author, Father McCabe. Now,
he was my pastor, and that
meant work! Crazy how life
turns.

The picture on this page is en-
titled, ‘Home,” and was painted
in 1858 by Sir Joseph Noel
Paton. It portrays the family
reunion for a Corporal of the
Scots Fusilier Guards in his
home following the end of the
Crimean War. The soldier has
a head wound and has lost his
left arm. His mother weeps
over his shoulder, his wife en-
folds him in her arms. A small
child rests in a crib in the
background. The open Bible
on the table nearby recalls the
source of their strength during
his absence. The trophy of a
Russian helmet lies at his feet.
It is a picture of reunion but
not restoration. War has done
that. It does it often.

It is a picture of the heroism
lived by all who serve their
country, those in uniform and
those back home, including
the children. It is a picture of
steadfast love, faithful to the
end.

This painting reminds us to
pray for those who give their
lives in service to our freedom,
to pray for our soldiers and
their families. In keeping
alive the memory of those

our country, we hear the call
to be peacemakers, and to
strive to live in harmony with
our neighbors. Soldiers and
families know best the suf-
fering of war. As we remem-
ber them this weekend, let
us work for an end of war
and the gift of peace in our
time.
