During the past few months, I
have been working to establish an
endowment for St. Cecilia parish,
restricted to the upkeep and pres-
ervation of our parish properties.

This new endowment, though
named in memory of Monsignor
McCabe, is intended to become
our memorial endowment for the
parish. In the past, we have used
undesignated memorial gifts for
parish operations. Hopefully, we
can direct memorial gifts (unless
otherwise instructed by the do-
nor) to this fund.
