A Pro Life Parish
Project

Nearly 3 years ago, the Lincoln
Right to Life organization began
a sidewalk counseling program at
the Planned Parenthood Clinic in
Lincoln called Helpers of God’s
Precious Infants. This program
originated in front of abortion
facilities on the streets of New
York City and was founded by
'Monsignor Philip J. Reilly. In-
formation on the program can be
found on the internet at
www.helpersny.org/index.htm.

There are three arms of the Help-
ers of God’s Precious Infants
program: those who pray, the
sidewalk counselors and spiritual
helpers. On the day that abor-
tions take place at an abortion
facility, prayer helpers gather at
the facility for a period of intense
prayer. They pray in a spirit of
reparation for their own sins, the
sin of abortion and to unite them-
selves in love with the children
who will die that day. In Lincoln,
they stand or kneel silently near
the driveway into the abortion
clinic. Many (though not all) are
Catholics. Rain, snow, sun,...they
are in attendance, at a place they
\imagine as Calvary, with Mary
‘and John, uniting their hearts in
love with the precious infant mar-

tyrs.

Meanwhile, sidewalk counselors
approach women before they en-
ter the abortion facility and gently
seek an opportunity to speak with
them. This is not an approach
that judges but one which offers
support in problem solving the

‘ ‘financial, medical and spiritual

challenges which have brought
the pregnant women to the clinic
that day. On occasion, this offer
is accepted, and the counselors
are able to speak with the women.
Sometimes, this intervention is
successful, and women pause

long enough to delay their ap-
pointments or reconsider their
decision to have an abortion.

Behind the scene of these dra-
matic acts of love are a cadre of
spiritual helpers. Spiritual help-
ers are those who want to be pre-
sent at the abortion facility but
are physically unable to come.
They are present in spirit, contrib-
uting prayers and sacrifices for
the sidewalk counselors, lifting
up in spirit the prayer helpers
who are kneeling in prayer at the
abortion clinic, and interceding
with God for the women contem-
plating abortion. Last year, fifth
grade students at St. Michael’s
participated as spiritual helpers
on Tuesdays during the school
year by offering the Sorrowful
Mother Devotion for the intention
and needs of the program. Tues-
day and Friday are the days when
abortions are performed in Lin-

Lincoln. Anyone can assist Help-
ers of God'’s Precious Infants on
that day with prayer and fasting.

Helpers of God'’s Precious In-
fants is a beautiful pro life pro-
gram of compassion and solidar-
ity. This summer, I spoke with
Pam McCabe, one of the people
in Lincoln who helped start the
program back in 2008. I asked
how our parish could help with
the tireless work she and her
cadre of disciples are doing to
stop abortions in Nebraska. 1
promised to take up a second col-
lection for her work during Pro
Life Month (October) in the
Church. I have chosen the week-
end of October 8/9 for this collec-
tion and will designate our gift to
Helpers of God'’s Precious In-
fants. Thank you in advance for
making this part of your pro life
work this year.
