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Reflection on This
Week’s Artwork

The artwork on the front of this
' week’s bulletin is a drypoint etch-
\ing by Rembrandt. Christ is the
'radiant figure of the art piece, his
left hand held up in blessing. A
'mother and a child are being wel-
'comed forward. The sick and
'poor are on the right of Christ, the
| Pharisees on the left. The gate on
‘ the right depicts the response of

} the rich young man, invited to
'sell all he has, give his wealth to
' the poor, and follow the Lord.
EHe is leaving, with his camel.
'Drypoint etching is achieved by
lines being scratched directly into
the print plate. The cutting of the
cold metal creates furrows and
pushes upward ragged ridges
along the cut, called the burr. In
'drypoint etching, the burr is not
removed. The plate is coated
with ink and whisked to ensure
that the burr as well as the line
absorbs ink. Prints are made by
pressing the plate with a great
deal of pressure on to the paper.
The shading effect is achieved
through the burr, which holds less
\ink than the lines or furrows, and
gives the print a velvety shade.
The high point in the develop-
ment of this technique was
achieved during the time of Rem-
brandt.

This work of art is not excep-
tional for the subject matter it is
presenting. Religious art was the
dominant artistic theme of artist
during this period of European
history. Nor does the art offer a
special insight into the ministry
of Jesus. He is preaching, help-
ing people, welcoming children.

Rembrandt has pulled several dis-
tinct stories together into one ar-
tistic expression, which though
interesting is not intended to
communicate some penetrating
insight. The art work is excep-
tional as an etching form of art.
And this art form was dedicated
to the Lord, allowing the artist to
use his gifts in service to the
Lord. It is worth a second look,
to see the detail achieved, to ap-
preciate the skill required, to feel
the love that was given through
each furrow and burr Rembrandt
struck--and each piece of metal
that he left untouched--so that by
controlling ink and pressing
metal, this image could be
achieved for our wonder and joy.

This is the great insight and inspi-
ration for us. Few of our lives are
exceptional or unique presenta-
tions of human existence. Rather,
we are the familiar, the known.
We are born, schooled, trained,
and offered an invitation to marry
and thereby duplicate ourselves
and the same pattern for another
human person. The furrows and
burrs of our life are what give us
distinction. Some we cut, some
we inherit, some we avoid. These
become particularly evident when
we are put under pressure, when
we are forced to make an impres-
sion, on others, before others, for
others. A question we might ask
is this: for whom is the print be-
ing made?
