This weekend,
the Adult Choir will lead us in the
third and final arrangement we
will use at St. Cecilia in the next
few years, the ICEL (The Interna-
tional Commission on English in
the Liturgy) translation of the
' Latin Chant Mass.

| The priests of St. Cecilia will use
the weekend homilies of late Oc-
tober, November and December
to catechize on the Mass and ori-
ent and explain the changes we
have been given in Mass prayers.
We hope that the changes in the

' Mass will become an opportunity
for all of us to deepen our appre-
ciation for the gift of the Mass.

Anticipating our
Celebration

Last Sunday afternoon, I traveled
to North Platte, Nebraska to par-
ticipate in the Mass of Dedication
for the new St. Elizabeth Ann
Seton church. The parish of St.
Elizabeth Ann Seton was formed
south of the Platte River in North
Platte by Bishop Bruskewitz in

1994. 1 was the parish administra-
tor in 2006-2007 and formed
many friendships in the commu-
nity during that time. It was nice
to return to the parish and share
in the accomplishment of Father
Seiker and the parishioners of the
parish.

During his homily, Bishop
Bruskewitz reminded us that a
parish church is a symbol of the
people who make up a parish. It
is materials of stone, wood, plas-
ter, glass, and marble that reflect
the living stones of Dads, Moms,
children, priests, religious and
laity that make up a parish. Like
the brick and golden vessels that
hold the living God within the
church, we are temples of the
Holy Spirit, called to become a
dwelling place for God in the
Spirit. At the center of the
Church is the altar, which is a
symbol of Christ. It is anointed
with the oil of Chrism, covered
with fine white cloth, and deco-
rated with flowers and candles.
The anointing of the walls of the
Church consecrate and perpetu-
ally dedicate the building for
Christian worship.

As I sat and witnessed these ac-
tions, and heard the prayers of-

 fered by the Bishop and the peo-

ple of St. Elizabeth Ann Seton, I
thought about our parish church,
and the upcoming celebration we
will have to commemorate the
100th anniversary of the dedica-
tion of our parish church. Our
celebration will open on Novem-
ber 22, 2011, the Solemnity of St.
Cecilia and the hundredth anni-
versary of the visit of Bishop J.
Henry Tihen to Hastings, who on
that day presided over the cere-
mony that laid the cornerstone of

our parish church. We will cele-

brate that day, and then enter into
a year long celebration of the his-
toric achievement of the building
and dedication of our church, cul-

minating in an Anniversary of the
Dedication on Sunday, December
16, 2012. I hope this year long
celebration will help us all renew
our love for the church and our
call to become the Church, living
stones of “a temple sacred to the
Lord,...a dwelling place of God in
the Spirit” (cf. Eph. 2:21-22).
