A Catholic Parish

Last Sunday, I experienced the
beauty of our identity as a Catho-
lic parish. It began in the sac-
risty, as the 9 AM Mass was end-
ing. “I have a baptism this morn-
ing,” I told Dr. Skoch, who was
in the sacristy, making prepara-
tions for the music which would
be sung by The Cecilians at the

11 AM Mass. Alexander Mlchael
Hessler would be given g
the gift of divine life,
joining his parents Brian
and Anne and his broth-
ers Christian and Blake
as members of the
Church and children of
God. The Cecilians were
planning to practice in
the church prior to the 11
AM Mass. “I’ll ask them
to go to the hall,” Dr. e
Skoch promised, allow-
ing me to conduct the # <3
baptism without interrup- .
tion.

'The baptism took about 30 min-
utes. I take my time celebrating
the sacrament, explaining the
many rituals that are part of the
celebration, like the signing of the
cross, the naming the child, the
exorcism, and how God has used
water throughout history to serve
as a sign of the gift He gives us in
baptism. Alexander was magnifi-
cent and took the water, the
anointing, and the clothing in the
white garment in good stride.
Brian and Anne were filled with
joy. Christian and Blake, his
brothers, were proud participants
in the ceremony.

Baptisms are concluded at the
altar, where we reflect on the gift

safety of the child just baptized,
so that, at the age of seven, he or
she might partake with us in the
Eucharistic sacrifice and banquet.
The baptismal ceremony con-
cludes with the blessing of the
parents and those in attendance. I
add a song at the end, Immaculate
Mary, as a way of introducing the
child to another gift of baptism,
the spiritual relationship he or she
now enjoys and will need with
Mary, our Mother.

Throughout the baptlsm The Ce-
cilians remained in the choir loft,
watching the ceremony. Some-
one was practicing on the clavi-
nova, at a very low volume,
which served as gentle back-
ground music for the baptismal
ceremony. When I began singing
Immaculate Mary at the end of
the ceremony, some of The Cecil-
ians spontaneously joined in.

Meanwhile, it was nearing 10:30.
We have begun the practice of
offering confessions on Sunday
morning, from 10:30 to 10:50.
The family was gathered at the
base of the steps in the sanctuary,
taking pictures. Father Jirovsky
made his way through our group,
dressed in his cassock, and en-

tered into the confessional. At
the same time, The Cecilians
moved into full practice mode,
singing the beautiful songs which
would be part of the 11 AM lit-

urgy.

I went into the sacristy, and saw
two high school boys (brothers),
dressing in cassock and surplice,
getting ready for Mass. The
reader was already present. Fa-
t.her Heashp was moving about
the sacristy,
putting new
candles into the
candleholders.
